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5.	 TROUBLESHOOTING

Windows recognizes my equipment, but I'm unable to connect to it:

 Check the configuration of your network card.

 Check your browser's firewall settings. Preferably try with several browsers.

My connection is unstable and drops out frequently

 Check the condition of your USB cable. Try using a shielded USB cable and/or a USB cable with ferrites

 Try to update your driver anyway

I've tried all of the above, but I'm still unable to connect via USB:

 There could be a problem with your PC or your network card.  Try to connect via Ethernet cable. This connection 
is directly possible with your (AS1190) card or optional with the AS1622 network card. To learn how to configure your 
connection via Ethernet, please refer to the technical manual or contact the AS HELPDESK.
